The annual JIS Secondary Athletics Carnival will be held on Thursday 26th January 2006 at the Berakas Sports Complex on Jalan Berakas (please see the attached map for the location). The programme will offer students an enjoyable, healthy and exciting competition.
The Athletics Sports Day is a compulsory school event. This year, the competition will be a prelude to the U15 Fobissea Games in March and has been split into two halves. The Middle School will hold its competition in the morning and the Upper School and Sixth Form will compete in the afternoon. Classes have been suspended in the Secondary School so please do not bring your child to school. The Junior School will operate as normal.

Parents of Middle School students (Years 6, 7 and 8) are asked to drop off their son or daughter at the stadium by 7.45 am and collect them again to take them home at 12.00 pm.

Boarding House students will travel to and from the venue on the school bus.

There is much to be gained in taking part and we hope that parents will support the participation of their children by attending this enrichment activity.
